Introducing Schyler Raad, our
first first guest speaker of
2026!

Schyler Raad is a former teacher, an Educational Psychologist, and an advocate for family-
centered, community-governed model designed to integrate work, education, and play in a single,
supportive environment, like Rainy Day Work & Play (RDWP). RDWP was created to address a core
systemic need: families need affordable, inclusive, and compatible institutions for care, work, and
learning. Although the model is fully designed, RDWP cannot currently operate under existing
Washington State childcare law.

To address this barrier, Schyler also serves as Director of the FAMIWE (Family-Centered
Integrated Work & Education) Policy Project, which advances state-level policy frameworks that
recognize family-present, integrated learning and work environments as legitimate, licensable
public goods. FAMIWE is intended to make models like RDWP legally possible while maintaining
safety, accountability, and evidence-based standards.

Schyler’s work emphasizes leadership, evidence-based decision-making, and authentic
assessment of knowledge, skills, and abilities, drawing on a background in statistics, applied
research, and public education systems. They previously worked at the Washington State Office
of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) and are designated to serve as a board member for
the Science, Art, and Policy Integration Organization (SAPIO), an interdisciplinary initiative
currently in formation.

Schyler’s commitment to this work is deeply personal. Their daughter was born three days before
the COVID-19 lockdowns began, an experience that revealed how fragile and misaligned existing
childcare, work, and education systems truly are. As a queer leader, parent, and educator, Schyler
brings a values-driven and pragmatic approach to building systems that actually work for
families.

CSFP for Seniors

Commodities Supplemental Food Program
(CSFP) serves seniors age 60+ who meet
income eligibility requirements (verified
annually). Eligible participants receive a 35-40
pound box of shelf-stable food each month that
contains: peanut butter, cheese, cereal,
rice/pasta, dried beans, juice, shelf-stable milk,
canned meat, veggies, and fruit. Pickup location
options, as well as limited home delivery
options, will be discussed at time of application.
